e Pull the tailpipes forward by hand until they butt
up against the x-pipe, then slide the band
clamps forward and tighten them evenly.
Inspect the tail pipes where they protrude past
the rear bumper cover. If they are uneven, you
can adjust this by loosening the band clamps
then slipping the pipes further in or out of the
band clamps until the desired results are
achieved then tighten the band clamps.
